	Purpose



Code Brown is activated when an external incident/disaster threatens to overwhelm or disrupt hospital/health service capabilities.

The objective of this plan is for the Canberra Hospital, at short notice, to be able to mobilise resources in a co‐ordinated response to extraordinary circumstances to achieve: 
· Rapid and appropriate response activation
· Clearly understood command and control structures
· Clearly understood communication mechanisms
· Clearly defined roles for all staff and partner organisations
· Rapid and structured evacuation of patients and staff from affected areas
· Transition back to normal business with minimal disruption
· Debriefing of individuals, departments and the organisation
· A formalised reporting mechanism to ACT Health and ACT Government

All Canberra Hospital Emergency Code Plans align with the Australian Capital Territory Health Emergency Plan (ACTHEP) and uses Australian Standard AS4083‐2010 planning for emergencies‐Health care facilities as its foundation. 

	Scope



It is the responsibility of each staff member to make themselves familiar with the evacuation plans and assembly points for the area in which they work. Local information is provided on all evacuation plans displayed throughout your building.
