	Purpose



The ACT Accounting Policy: Portable and Attractive Items provides general guidance to staff on accounting for and the management of portable and attractive items.

 Portable and attractive items are non-consumable items that: 
· have a value below an agency’s capitalisation threshold (this threshold is between $2,000 and $5,000); and
· are susceptible to theft or loss due to their portable nature and attractiveness for personal use or resale. 

Following are examples of items often meeting this definition:
· laptop computers 
· mobile phones 
· PDAs/Palm pilots 
· cameras – digital/film/video 
· lite-pros/projectors 
· label printers 
· televisions 
· power tools 
· DVD/video players
· firearms 
· other audio-visual equipment
